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The Auxiliary Bishop of Sydney, Richard 
Umbers, was the main celebrant at the 
Graduation Mass of Thanksgiving.  In 
his homily Bishop Umbers reminded the 
students that they live in challenging times 
and as educated Christians they will play 
an important role in Australia’s future.

The occasional speaker was the founding 
CEO of the Ramsay Centre for Western 
Civilisation, Professor Simon Haines. 
Prof Haines completed a doctorate at 
Oxford University in Romantic poetry of 
the early 1800s, “which sounds as remote 
from reality as you can get,” he joked to 
the audience in St Patrick’s Cathedral, 
Parramatta. He spoke of the inherent value 
of a Liberal Arts education as well as its 
practical advantages, using his own varied 
career in banking, diplomacy and academia 
as a prime example. He explained the 
benefits of the humanities for character 
development and career, his own career 
spanning banking, diplomacy, economics 
and academia. He promised graduands that 
after studying the liberal arts, the thread 
from “romantic poetry to merchant banking 
makes more sense,” and alluded to Steve 
Jobs’ preference for liberal arts graduates 
above vocational degree specialists.

Beyond professional benefits, the 
development of the mind promoted by 
liberal arts education is not less important 
than skills training, it is “far more

Board and Mrs Lucy Denley DHS a 
long-time friend of Campion College 
before its inception were invested by 
Archbishop Anthony Fisher OP as a 
Knight and Dame of the Equestrian Order 
of the Holy Sepulchre of Jerusalem at St 
Mary’s Cathedral in Sydney. The Order 
is one of two formally constituted and 
internationally recognised ancient orders of 
knighthood of the Vatican. The Jerusalem 
Cross is its official emblem.

The origins of the Order go back to the 
liberation of Jerusalem in 1099 by Godfrey 
de Bouillon and the Crusaders. Nowadays, 
the erstwhile Protectors of Christ’s Tomb

are seen as “Ambassadors of Peace and 
Love” as Pope Benedict XVI stated in a 
speech in 2008.

This mostly lay Order is devoted to 
building up the faith and practice of 
its members in fidelity to the Pope and 
propagating that Faith; sustaining the 
Church’s spiritual, charitable and social 
works in the Holy Land, and defending 
the faithful there. It helps finance 68 
parishes, 73 schools, and several  
hospitals and welfare centres in the  
Lord’s own Land.

Dr Borgert said that he felt greatly 
honoured by being admitted to the Order 
since it would help him on his spiritual 
journey and enable him through active 
charity to attend to the needs of our 
Christian brothers and sisters in the  
Holy Land.

Among her many studies 
was a 3 month biblical course in Jerusalem 
at Ecce Home in 1987.
